Work area safety
1. Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

2. Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may
ignite the dust or fumes.

The tool will
auto-matically stop during operation if the tool or battery is placed under one of the following conditions:

Overload protection : when the battery is operated in a manner that causes it to draw an abnormally high current, the tool automatically stops without any
indication. In this situation, turn the tool off and stop the application that caused the tool to become overloaded. Then turn the tool on to restart.

Overheat protection: when the tool or battery is overheated, the tool stops automatically. In this situation, let the tool/battery cool before turning the tool on
again.

Overdischarge protection: when the battery capacity becomes low, the tool stops automatically. If the product does not operate even when the switches are
operated, remove the batteries from the tool and charge the batteries.

Indicating the remaining battery capacity

Switch action

WARNING:  Before installing the battery cartridge into the tool, always check to see that the switch
the switch trigger actuates properly and returnds to the "OFF" position when released.

To start the tool, simply pull the switch trigger. Tool speed is increased by increasing
pressure on the switch trigger. Release the switch trigger to stop. For continuous opera-
tion, pull the switch trigger, push in the lock button and then release the switch trigger.
To stop the tool from the locked position, pull the switch trigger fully, then release it.

Reversing switch action

Depth adjustment

The depth can be adjusted by turning the locator. Turn it in "B" direction for less depth and
in "A" direction for more depth. One full turn of the locator equals 2 mm (1/16") change
indepth.

Adjust the locator so that the distance between the tip of the locator and the screw head
is approximately 3 mm (1/8") as shown in the figures. Drive a trial screw into your material
or a piece of duplicate material. If the depth is still not suitable for the screw, continue
adjust- ing until you obtain the proper depth setting.
